Root Word Quizzes

A&P vocabulary can be challenging for the student.  Many of the vocabulary words that a student will see will contain one or more of the root words in the given root word list.  Mastering these roots can greatly assist the student in learning necessary vocabulary.

Root Word Quizzes are announced in advance so that students have adequate time to prepare.  Initially, students will only be assigned 10-20 new roots from the list.  The student must complete a root word concept map for each word (instructions below) before taking the root word quiz.  Quizzes that follow will focus on the new set of 10-20 words, but the quiz will ALSO expect students to recall old assigned root words as well since the roots will be needed for future units.  Therefore it is imperative that a student builds on his/her vocabulary of root words and keeps the old concept maps for studying.

*A root word concept map must be completed for EACH word assigned (meaning you will usually have 10-20 small maps since there usually 10-20 new words each quiz).  These will help you visualize the root and see how it can be utilized in an anatomy term.   The root word concept map is a homework assignment the first day new words are assigned due IMMEDIATELY before the root word quiz.
